Eligibility: All competitors must be in good standing with Judo BC prior to the 
tournament deadline of Dec. 15, 2019.  

Minimum Rank will be White/Yellow Belt.  

Maximum Rank will be Orange Belt. 

Categories for U-10, U-12, and U-14. 

Male and Female categories separate where possible. 

U-10 may be mixed gender. 

Competitors will be placed in groups of 5, by age and weight, as entries permit. 

Elimination: Round Robin. 

Contest Rules, Match Times and Divisions:  As per Judo Canada tournament 
sanctioning policy. Matches will be officiated and scores called but not recorded. 
Wins will be recognized.  

Every participant will receive a prize and awards will be presented to all 
competitors!
