 JUDO KEY FACTS 
 

 
The sport was created in 1882 by Jigoro Kano as a physical, mental, and moral pedagogy in Japan. Central to 
Kano's vision for judo were the principles of maximum efficiency, minimum effort and mutual welfare and 
benefit. 
 

Scoring and rules: Judo competitors win if an ‘Ippon’ is scored through throwing an opponent on their back 
forcefully or pinning them to the mat or otherwise subduing them. 
 

Technique: Judo is squarely a combat sport, with a mixture of quick thinking and power essential for top 
competitors. While throwing an opponent to the mat is a prized maneuver, there are also 32 different 
recognized grappling techniques that can be used while not in a standing position.  
 

If no ‘Ippon’ is scored, the competitor who claims the most points during the four-minute match wins. 
 

Judo is one of 33 sports in the 2020 Tokyo Olympics. It’s olympic debut, for males, was at the 1964 Tokyo 
Games and for females at the 1992 at the Barcelona Games. In 1988 Visually Impaired (VI) judo was add to the 
Paralympics 
 

According to the International Judo Federation, 20 million people practice judo around the globe. 
 

There is no kicking or punching in judo. 
 

Many Special Forces, Military and Police Forces around the world include judo, along with other martial arts in 
their training to keep them safe.
