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1.1 MISSION STATEMENT

1.1.1 For the benefit of the athletes, Judo Yukon Referee Committee will ensure the highest standard of officiating at competitions within Yukon jurisdiction.

1.1.2 Provide training seminars and examinations within Yukon jurisdiction to standardize territorial certification.

1.1.3 Foster the development of certified referees at the territorial and national levels and to actively encourage participation of younger members.
1.2 ACTIVITIES

1.2.1 Establish, maintain, and enforce the Judo Yukon Officiating Policy. 

1.2.2 Work in close cooperation with tournament organizing committees within Yukon jurisdiction.

1.2.3 Liaise with the Judo Yukon Association.

1.2.4 Maintain records of certification dates and activities for all referees within the Yukon.

1.2.5 Liaise with the National Referee Committee.

1.2.6 Provide Judo Canada, by September 30th of each year, a list of all active National C or higher certified Referees.

1.3 RESPONSIBILITIES

1.3.1 Keep abreast of the National Referee Committee Policy and Procedures.

1.3.2 Communicate information from the National Referee Committee, including dates for national training seminars, examinations, rostering evaluations, and opportunities for Judo Yukon members to officiate at international tournaments.

1.3.3 Select and submit competent candidates to the National Referee

Committee for national examinations.

1.3.4 Establish territorial standards for certification up to territorial A.

1.3.5 Appoint sub-committees as needed to conduct Judo Yukon training seminars & examinations up to National C and to oversee Yukon Judo championships.

1.3.6 Select referees for competitions within Judo Yukon jurisdiction.

1.3.7 The activity level or professional development for a referee within the Yukon to be considered "active" is defined as officiating minimum 1 tournament or complete Judo Yukon Referee Test or NCCP e-Learning module per year. 
1.3.8 Nominate referees that are competent and/or rostered for National and open international events to the National Referee Committee for approval.

1.4 COMPOSITION OF JUDO YUKON REFEREE COMMITTEE

1.4.1 The Judo Yukon Referee Committee shall have at least one member who is certified at National A or above (except where provinces or territories do not have a National A).

1.4.2 The Executive committee appoints the Referee Committee Chair for a two-year term. 

1.4.3 The Referee Committee Chair shall be an active referee, holding minimum certification of Territorial A. 

1.4.4 The Referee Committee Chair shall, if applicable, appoint members to fill Vice Chair, Technical Adviser and Member positions. 
1.5 JUDO YUKON REFEREE STANDARDS

1.5.1 The minimum age for Territorial D referee is 13 years.

1.5.2 Minimum age for all refereeing evaluations is 13 years.

1.5.4 The minimum qualifications and recommendation by the Judo Yukon Referee Committee for a Territorial level upgrading are as follows:

Prerequisite: Must have NCCP# (register https://thelocker.coach.ca) and completed two e-learning modules Skilled Interactions for Officials & Decision Making for Officials.
i) Territorial D:    Yonkyu (Orange)

Officiate 1 tournament in Yukon and participate in a Judo               Yukon Referee Clinic. 
ii) Territorial C:    Sankyu (Green) 


 Officiate 2 tournaments in Yukon as Territorial D.

iii) Territorial B:  Nikyu (Blue) 
                              Officiate 3 tournaments in Yukon as Territorial C.

iv) Territorial A:  Ikkyu (Brown) 

Officiate 4 tournaments in Yukon and 2 outside Yukon as Territorial B.

v) National C:
Ikkyu (Brown) or higher; exceptional circumstances maybe be evaluated to National B;

Twelve months as Territorial A;


Officiate 5 tournaments in Yukon and 4 outside Yukon as 

as Territorial A.

vi) National B:
Shodan rank or higher.
vii) National A:
Shodan rank or higher. 

viii) IJF A, Continental, Regional: Recommendation made to Judo Canada

1.5.5 Referees officiating outside Yukon must posses a valid Judo Canada passport. For those seeking Territorial A, you must have an official uniform for officiating outside Yukon and be in possession of the latest Referee Rules book.
1.5.6 All Yukon referees must be a member in good standing with Judo Yukon.

1.5.7 The official uniform code for referees is:


Shirt – white (with little or no pattern), short sleeves


Slacks – grey (ensure length is correct in stocking feet)


Jacket - black blazer 


Tie - black or dark blue (with a subdued pattern)


Socks – black (preferably calf length/with no worn areas)

                     Shoes – black (zori may be used at shiai/clearly marked for id)

Or when officiating in the Yukon, a white or black golf shirt, black slacks and black socks or a Judo Gi is acceptable (provided all officials wear the same uniform and preferably not mixed).
1.6 REFEREE CODE OF CONDUCT

1.6.1 Impartiality

A referee must be fair, honest and impartial at all times. Referee must not display or harbour favouritism or prejudices in behaviour and expression.

1.6.2 Competence

A referee must be familiar with the rules and regulations governing the sport of judo. Referee must maintain his / her competency by being active in refereeing and keeping abreast of rule changes and interpretations.

1.6.3 Uniform

A referee must be properly attired as required and defined under 1.5.7.

1.6.4 Promptness

A referee should be on the mat promptly before the contestants. Referee should be prompt when attending meetings, clinics, or seminars.

1.6.5 Attentiveness

A referee must be always attentive. Referee must devote his full attention in officiating the contest.

1.6.6 Mutual Respect

A referee must respect opinion of other referees. Each referee must be able to express his / her opinion without fear of ridicule or criticism from others.

1.6.7 Teamwork
All referees must work as a team in a cooperative spirit so that a contest may run smoothly without unwarranted interference. However, each member of a refereeing team should make independent judgements.

1.6.8 Criticism

A referee must not criticize other referees. Difference of opinion should be discussed with the referees concerned, or with the chief referee or referee committee.

1.6.9 Fraternization

A referee should minimize fraternization with athletes, coaches, and spectators to remain impartial and to minimize the possibility of a confrontation or appearance of biases.

1.6.10 Coaching and Cheering

A working referee must not coach or cheer contestants in the tournament.

1.6.11 Confrontation

A referee must not have confrontations with athletes, coaches or spectators. If a referee is faced with such a situation, referee should make all attempts to evade it and direct the grievance via the proper channels.

1.6.12 Conflict of Interest

A referee must avoid any direct or indirect conflict of interest.
