We wanted to take the time to share with you all of the great news that has been happening in the background since our initial introductory flyer:
· We have passed all the requirements from Pickleball Ontario to become an official Pickleball Ontario Club
· We have created an interim Board of Directors that will be filled in the future with member nominated officials that will be elected by the members.
· We have set-up a Community Bank Account for the SLPC
· Sarnia Lambton’s first Pickleball Ontario tournament has been scheduled for the first weekend of May…venue and details to come
· We have established a relationship with the Port Huron Tennis House in which they have welcome our Canadian players.  These options will be addressed in further detail after the holidays.
· We have sat down with the City of Sarnia to discuss the long-term goals and objectives of the SLPC.  We have our next meeting set up in January to further discuss the SLPC’s role as a partner to the city in the sport.
· We are proud to announce that we have agreement in kind with a local facility that will allow SLPC members to play in-door on concrete dedicated courts during the month of January, February and March.
· We are also in negotiations with another facility to provide an additional 3 indoor concrete courts starting in January as well. As with our other facility, play will be accessible to SLPC members only.
