Beginning his judo journey in Victoria in 
2005, he achieved the rank of Shodan in 2016. His passion for judo was unmatched, 
and he tirelessly balanced training, competition, and his studies, culminating in the 

achievement of his red seal electrician ticket in December 2020.

Beyond his personal accomplishments, Tristan found joy in sharing his love for judo 
with younger students, dedicating time to help run practices. His commitment to the 

sport and embodiment of judo's moral code—courtesy, modesty, honesty, honour, 
friendship, courage, self-control, and respect—inspired all who knew him.

Described as a gentle giant, Tristan's strength and kindness were evident both on and 
off the mat. His involvement in various sports, expansive social circle, and generous 

nature reflected his deep appreciation for human connection. Tristan's independence 
and unwavering personal integrity were a testament to his character, showcasing a 

gentle yet decisive path in life—a true judoka at heart and a great man in the making.

As part of this tribute, a special award in memory of Tristan Alexander will be

● There will be a scale for spot checks should concerns arise. We ask that Club Instructors verify the
athlete’s weights. Discrepancies between reported weights and actual weights may result in
disqualification without refund.

● White judo gi is required.

All issues/cases(s) that are unexpected or deemed exceptional circumstances will be solved by decisions 
taken by the Judo BC designated Chief Official in cooperation with the Tournament Director.
