RULES: Elite: Modified rules: 2x3 min periods. Only 1 turn allowed on ground. Pin adds 
  an extra 2 points. 10 points superiority finishes the match. 

Takedown tournament for Novice 2 x 2 min periods. 

  - Takedown to control or directly to the back scores 1 point.  

  - Pin scores 1 extra point but can only be completed if back exposure is from the 
   takedown and exposure is not lost prior to the pin
