I.J.F. Rules will apply, except for the following:

e |tis the coach’s responsibility to ensure that their judoka are wearing the appropriate Gis
and undergarments for the competition. If coaches have any questions, please ask
tournament officials before the beginning of competition.

e All competitors must have a White judogi.

o U8, U10, U12, U14, and Senior Intermediate white Gi is mandatory. No exceptions will be
made for switching judoka before a bout. Judoka unable to change to a white Gi will
lose by fusegachi. If a judoka is called second by the fournament staff, they may fight in
a blue Gi, if they so choose.

e Novice Divisions: U6, U18, U21 Senior, white Giis mandatory. If a judoka is called second
by the tournament staff, they may fight in a blue Gi, if they so choose. Judoka unable to
change to a white Gi will lose by fusegachi.

¢ LJF Divisions: U146, U18, and u21 Blue and White judogi’'s are mandatory.

e Girls & Women's divisions white t-shirts are mandatory.

e U8, U10, U12, U4 white t — shirts are optional for all competitors. No rash guards. Shirts &
undergarments cannot extend beyond the length of the judogi. Judoka will be asked to
remove coloured shirts or oversized undergarments.

e For U8, U10 and U12 divisions, the referee shall stop the match when:

o Head locking grip around the neck both in Tachi waza and ne waza. This includes
kesa gatame, squeezing the neck and kubi nage

o Drop Seoi-nage, Maki-komi, Tani-otoshi, Sutemi-waza, and counter-rotation
techniques and prohibited

e UIl4 and Senior Novice Yellow / Yellow — Orange, Orange prohibited actions are:

o Head locking grip around the neck both in Tachi waza
o Seoi-otoshi, Tani-otoshi, Kubi-nage, Maki-komi, Sutemi-waza, and counter-rotation
techniques on one leg
