2. Changes to your entries will be accepted on race day before 12:00 pm. The only changes that will be allowed
are those resulting from the injury of an athlete. The changes must go through the meet convenors. Injured
athletes who wish to compete next week must start the race before walking off. If their team is to qualify, they
will move on to the SWOSSAA meet.
