FAQ:  

• Both tori and uke must register in Trackie.  

• White judogi is mandatory. Blue judogi is not allowed. Plain white t-shirts for female 
competitors only.  

• These katas are low impact and easy to learn and perform. Set 7 is the easiest, while Set 
1 is the most challenging.  

• Each pair can be a mix of U10 (2016 & 2017, white belt), U12, U14, and U16 children. 
This allows for siblings of any age can compete together as a team.  

 

Performance Times:  

• The Kata performances will be in between the U10 and U12 categories.  

• Exact times will be posted closer to the event.
