A late entry fee, double the original fee will be charged on entries received after the entry 
deadline.  The late entry deadline is March 16 at 12pm CST.  No entries will be accepted after 
this date. 
Club entry fees: $35 per event; $35 per club relay entry.  
Elementary school relay fee: $10 per relay entry.

U12 – 60m, 150m, 600m, 1000m, 60mH- low, 4 X 100, LJ no board,1m take-off– 3 jumps, HJ, SP– 3 throws 
U14 – 60m, 150m,, 800m, 1200m, 60mH, 4 X 100, LJ- 3 jumps, HJ, SP– 3 throws 
U16 -  60m, 200m, 800m, 1200m, 2000m,  60mH, 4 X 100, 1600 medley relay, LJ, TJ, HJ, PV, SP, WT 
U18 - 60m, 200m, 400m, 800m, 1500m, 60mH, 4 X 100, 1600 medley relay, LJ, HJ, TJ, PV, SP, WT 
U20/Sen – 60m, 200m, 400m, 800m, 1500m, 3000m, 60mH, LJ, HJ, TJ, PV, SP 
Open – Quad:  60m, SP, LJ, HJ (all events will be held on Saturday) 
Masters – 60m, 200, 800m, 60mH, LJ, SP, WT 
Wheel Chair – 60m, 400m, Seated SP 
Special O – 60m, LJ, SP (All events will be held on Saturday) 
**Masters wanting to compete in events other than those listed must compete in the Senior category.  
Additional awards will not be presented. 
**U12/U14– no blocks for 60m & 150m 

 
3. Scratches:  Please report scratches to the infield meet table, as soon as possible. 

 
4.  Protests:  Protests must be submitted in writing to the meet office no later than one-  

half hour following the online posting of results.  Protests must be accompanied by a  
$50.00 deposit that may be forfeited if the protest is disallowed. 



 
5. Bib Pick-up:  Club packages and Unattached entries can be picked up at table – infield 

 
6. Awards:  Medals will be presented to the top three finishers in each event shortly after event. 

Athletes should compete in their own age category following Athletics Canada Long Term 
Athlete Development framework. 
 

7. Spike length for the Saskatoon Fieldhouse is 6mm (Christmas tree or pyramid; NO needle(pin))
