Let's keep our fingers crossed that our 
grant request gets approved.  Final sponsorship for the training/wellness room is in the process of 
being finalized as well. 
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​The players lounge is starting to look like a players lounge, a great social area for everyone.   One of 
our members has been using their frugal Facebook marketplace purchasing skills to find us 46 
indestructible chairs that will outlast all of us, as well as a few dining room tables.  We have had 
some amazing donations from some of our members that have added to the welcoming 
environment...thank you to all those members!  We are still looking for 4 accent chairs and an area 
rug for a casual conversation section.  We will be mounting the TV and looking to acquire one more 
black dining room table. 

 
​Tabletop advertising is on-going, we have secured one group, working on 2 more and have another 
showing strong interest.  Looking for advertisers that we can enter into a mutually beneficial 
relationship.  We are able to pivot on this should anyone know of someone who owns a local 
business that would be a good fit. 

 
Volunteer Opportunity – Rally House Facilities Team

Court Play and Development                        
 
We have had significant interest in player development opportunities and this has kept the Player 
Development Committee quite busy!. We’ve also had several new volunteers that we’ll be working into our 
scheduling. Please note the following: 
 
➢​ There is a nominal fee of $5 for each training session (this fee goes to the club and not the 

facilitators)  
➢​ When we open a session, we will also email the potential audience to make members aware of the 

opportunity. If however, you have taken a similar session within 4 weeks, we ask that you let others 
register first.  

 



➢​ We will continue to offer Mentor Sessions by level, but we will also introduce skill-based sessions 
➢​ The Ball Machine is available to book at a fee of $20 for a 2-hour block (Thank you to Ron 

Mombourquette and David Mathieson for doing the orientation session). The Ball Machine needs to 
be booked separate from your court reservation. One person must book the Ball Machine first under 
Reservations ($20/2 hr) and then book the court for the same time slot. The 2 hour court times occur 
on the even hours so be sure to pick the same day and time slot for both.

Club Levels 
 
Our Assessment Committee is a group of volunteers at 
various levels who are actively involved in play and 
spectating at the Rally House. We accept requests        
for Club Level Changes monthly and process them 
using our Ratings Procedure which is posted on our 
SLPC website 
 
Please note the following: 
 
When you ask for a club level change, you are to 
include reasons why you feel you have reached that 
level (ex. Lessons, tournament performance, Ladder 
League performance, private reservations performance, 
etc).   
The reason for the level change request should not 
solely be because you want to “play with players at a 
higher level.” This can be done in private bookings or leagues.  
 
Currently, we use the following Club Levels: 
2.0 and 2.5 for players new to the sport 
3.0 and 3.25 for Intermediate Players  
3.5 and 3.75 for Intermediate Elevated Players 
4.0 - 4.5 for Advanced Players 
 
Level Change requests should generally be for just one increment; an increase larger than one step would 
need to be backed by significant evidence (ex. a DUPR rating with high reliability and/or results in large 
sanctioned tournaments).

Finally, we encourage players who receive an increment to continue to play with their previous level. For 
example, when a player moves up to 3.25, we want them to continue to participate in 3.0 play. Whereas a 
3.25/3.5 event will provide you with challenges and more advanced strategies, you’ll be able to work on new 
shot types and consistency while playing in the 3.0/3.25 events. 
 
At the end of the day, we have to remember that it’s fun playing pickleball regardless of what our ratings 
are!
