Membership Renewal Dates and Pricing

Our membership year for 2023 runs from Jan 1st to Dec 31st.

New memberships for 2023 are available as early as Oct 1/22. This means
members who join after September 30, 2022 will be active from the date
of their payment until December 31, 2023. Members whose membership is
already active to December 31, 2022 can pay for their 2023 membership
anytime after September 30 and their expiry date will be updated to
December 31, 2023.

Pickleball Alberta and $10.00 to Pickleball Canada) plus processing fees
and GST where applicable. The fee for Juniors(U18) is $10.00
