Winter Indoor Play:

APA has completed its 2"¢ season of Winter Indoor play with great success. We
were able to offer 11 different sessions with both Beginner and
Intermediate/Advanced level play, at 5 different venues for over 140 participants
including spares. Feedback from our players has been extremely positive with a
strong interest expressed in continuing with this indoor play opportunity for next
Fall/Winter. A very special thank you to our Convenors for all of their work in
hosting each of the sessions.

New Outdoor Courts:

A ground breaking ceremony to commence Amherstburg’s 8 dedicated Pickleball
Courts took place in August of 2024. The initial construction of the courts
including the exterior fencing was completed before the winter months. We are
now waiting for the final surfacing and addition of court lines as well as the
installation of nets and interior fencing. Our hope is to have the courts available
for use by late Spring early Summer. Once we have more definitive information
and timelines, we will advise you with the hope that you will be able to attend the
Grand Opening and more importantly, enjoy play on the new courts.

Our Executive has recently met with Town Administrations to discuss the
operation of the courts. Our intent is for APA to have access to the courts during
specified days and time slots to be able to offer organized league play, recreational
and competitive tournaments including ladder tournaments, and paddle up play.
